Jessica is a bright young girl 
who has worked, and 
continues to work, very 
hard to overcome 
challenges in her life. She 
was first diagnosed with 
Apraxia at the age of two. 
It was not until she was     
3 ½ years old that she     
was able to verbally 
communicate simple needs 
such as a drink of water or 
food. As she  has gotten 
older and  school work gets 
more complicated her 
parents have found that she 
has additional learning 
challenges such as 
inattentive ADD, dyslexia, 
dysgraphia, phonological 
awareness is insufficient, 
and extreme social anxiety. 

Her mom tells us, “Since 
Jessica started riding at 
Midnight Farm, she has 
become more driven and 

 

eager to learn at home and 
school, and has found 
greater confidence with her 
peers, both in and out of 
the school setting.

What an amazing thing we have the fortune to be part of......things are really growing out at Midnight Farm and we are now 

beginning to plan for our Spring Riding Session. I have had many people express interest in our program. Most of those I have 

spoken with have not been aware of the process required to participate in the Midnight Farm Equestrian Program so I thought I 

would give everyone a brief overview. 

 

Midnight Farm serves all individuals with disabilities including, but not limited to;  Downôs Syndrome, Autism, cerebral palsy, 

hearing and vision impairments, ADHD, ADD, amputation, traumatic brain injury and developmental delays.  We accept riders as 

young as three and there is no upper age limit. There are some conditions that are contraindications to riding and we do have 

some limitations imposed by availability of suitable horses, but our goal is to serve anyone who desires to participate and is able 

to do so safely. 

 In order for an individual to participate there are several things that must happen. First, a Rider Application must be completed. 

The application is available in the office, on the Midnight Farm website (midnight-farm.org) or by e-mailing 

dionnenewton@clokansas.org to request one. This application requires the signature of the potential rider's legal guardian on all 

forms. The application also requires a signed physician's statement with a brief medical history and approval for participation. 

Once the paperwork is complete, contact me and we will schedule a new rider evaluation to determine the best placement for the 

potential rider. (CLO consumers must also have a CLO staff member attend our Volunteer Training to be trained to assist them in 

their weekly classes.) 

 

While it is our goal to be able to serve everyone who desires to participate, we currently have limited lesson times available. We 

hope to continue to expand our schedule and offer more classes so it is important to let us know as soon as possible if you have 

someone who is interested in participating in our Spring session, which begins the week of March 22
nd

.  We are very excited to be 

able to offer our first Saturday riding classes as well in the Spring session.  Please email me if you have someone who may be 

interested in participating or if you have any further questions pertaining to the Midnight Farm Equestrian Program.  

 

Riding is one of the ways to help those we care about enjoy a piece of "the good life"! I look forward to hearing from all those 

who are interested!

Autism: not the end of the road … just a different kind of journey 
 

 Colorado Therapeutic Riding Center teamed up with The Children's Hospital (Denver, CO) to conduct a two year 

research study focusing on the effects of therapeutic horseback riding on children and adolescents with autism spectrum 

disorders. This study examined the effects of therapeutic riding for 30 children ages 6-17 with an autism spectrum diagnosis. 

The study’s primary aim was to evaluate the effects of 10 weekly one-hour therapeutic riding sessions in three core areas of 

functioning: self regulation, adaptive skills and physical coordination, stability and motor planning/praxis. The secondary aims 

were to examine participants’ ongoing change/improvement trends in self-regulation and examine dose response by assessing 

half of the participants who receive an additional 10 weeks of therapeutic riding. Fourteen standardized assessment measures 

were employed.   

 Dr. Robin Gabriels, Psy.D., and Amy Schoffner, MSW, will present the findings of their research and discuss the 

implications and applications to therapeutic riding. The workshop will also include hands-on lessons in the arena, giving 

attendees an opportunity to practice some of the successful strategies developed as a result of their study. Join us for this 

fantastic workshop and gain an in-depth understanding of autism spectrum disorders and a practical working knowledge of how to 

adapt lesson plans to meet the specific needs of participants with autism spectrum disorders, which, according to the 2008 

NARHA update, has quickly become the number one disability served by NARHA centers worldwide.  

 

Robin Gabriels, Psy.D.- Clinical Director of Neuropsychiatric Special Care Program at The Children's Hospital and 

Assistant Professor in the Department of Psychiatry at the University of Colorado at Denver and Health Sciences Center. 

Author of several books on autism,  Dr. Gabriels has lectured nationally and internationally and conducts research related to 

improving autism interventions.  

 

Amy Shoffner, MSW - NARHA Advance Instructor. Currently, Amy works as Faculty for NARHA, teaching workshops 

and conducting certifications for NARHA Registered Level Instructor Certification and instructs at Colorado Therapeutic 

Riding Center. She has been the key instructor in the autism research study with Dr. Gabriels and has developed a 10 unit 

program for use in therapeutic riding programs.
